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INTERNATIONAL TERORISM IN RUSSIA

AnekcaHpp Urnatenko: “InterTepop e Poccuu - Ynuku”,

The author of the book Inter Terror in Russia — Evidence, Mr. Alexander Alexandrovich
Ignatenko, President of the Institute for Religion and Politics in Moscow, researches
the causes of origins, forms of manifestation and effects of Islamic terrorism in Russia.
His book is focused on this acute global problem - terrorism - and author poses a
number of questions to be answered such as, firstly, what the international terrorist
are doing in the Russian part of the world and, secondly, how they are related to the
issues that arise on global level?

Mr. Ignatenko gives the answer to these dilemmas, as well as to the other questions
related to contemporary terrorism by questioning the Al-Qa’eda’s presence and by
studying the organizational and ideological roots of wahhabism. The author explains
the way how religious extremists, the wahhabis, make a handy terrain on the territory
of Russia for conducting their actions. He describes how they find and train executors
of terrorist acts which have been simultaneously happening around the world - from
USA to Russia as well as from Sweden to Kenya — in the previous years.

In the introductory part, Alexander Torsin, Deputy President of the Russian
Federation’s Council presents his opinion. He gives special attention to the terrorist
attack that has changed the viewpoint on terrorism in Russia. It is about a terrorist act
in Beslan, when a group of terrorists occupied a school in North Ossetia with about
400 students, making an unrealistic ultimatum for the federal forces to withdraw
from Chechnya. Mr. Torsin emphasizes unscrupulousness in setting the terms as well
as the terrorists’ determination in committing the bloodshed. He states that after
terrorist attack in Beslan, which happened after numerous warnings about growing
terrorism in Russia, adequate legislation process for upgrading efficiency of state in
opposing the terrorism is excessively slow. In addition, he claims that administration
of President Vladimir Putin has made a slight methodological mistake, forgetting the
fact that exclusively the law could solve not all things.

Mr. Ignatenko points out that the basic Al-Qa‘eda’s ideology of is being consistent
with wahhabism in the conditions dictated by 21¢ century. Salafism i.e. wahhabism
which has appeared by the end of 20" and the beginning of 215t century, differs
from Islamic movements known at the time. Wahhabis reject all creations of western
ideology such as capitalism, socialism, globalism, as well as the western concepts
such as political parties, democracy, revolution, social justice and nation. In different
countries, the whole group of ulemas propagates Bin Laden interpretation of Islam.
On the other hand, wahhabis express great intolerance towards the followers of
other Islamic doctrines and towards non-believers, where they simultaneously take
the religious outlaws for the followers of contemporary political Islam - Islamism.
From the so called heterodoxy of the Islamic world in the interpretation of what is
religiously acceptable and unacceptable, the greatest benefit goes to international
terrorist organizations nowadays.

The author draws attention to the international character of «Al-Qa'eda»
particularly stressing out its multi-faced and unpredictable character that is reflected
through its numerous branches and subsidiaries operating worldwide. And, in
Russia as well. He also claims that the international terrorist activity of «Al-Qa’eda»
has led to dissidence in Islam. That problem is formulated as a mutual interaction
of traditional Islam, on one hand, and radical Islam (jihadism, salafism, neosalafism,
Islamic extremism, Islamic fundamentalism, sectarian Islam, wahhabism, pseudo-
islamic extremism) on the other.

In his book, the author brings out numerous facts about the way of “recruiting
members of «Al-Qa’eda». In one of the numerous examples, he explains the use of
contemporary information technologies and the Internet as a channel through which
new terrorist personnel is kept informed and recruited. In addition, he also reveals
a common scheme by which subsidiaries or cells of «Al-Qa'eda» in Russia are being
formed. That scheme in its essence does not contradict the principles by which «Al-
Qa'eda» is formed and spread throughout other parts of the world, taking old wahhabis’
camps in Saudi Arabia as a model.

Mr. Ignatenko particularly stresses out that international terrorism operates
against the whole civilized world. Through numerous examples of terrorist acts
on Russian soil, he points out the visibility of traits and discernable symbols of «Al-
Qa’eda» that presents its “signature” by simultaneously leaving trace and warning on
its international character. He confirms this by giving examples of terrorist aggression
occurred in Chechnya, USA, Saudi Arabia, Morocco, Indonesia, Philippines, Turkey,
England, Spain, Italy, France, Egypt, Russia and other countries in the last two decades.
The author analyses and compares «A-Qa'eda» operations in the world with what
those actions demonstrated in Russia, by stating that it is hard to believe, yet obvious
that religiously (wahhabi) motivated attacks in different parts of the world happen

as a chain reaction.. He also stresses out the fact that, as mutually linked, numerous
terrorist acts affect both internal and foreign politics of a country and of a region. He
presents terrorist attacks on the territories of Turkey and Israel during 2004 as the
examples.

Rather openly, the author criticizes previous way of confronting terrorism and tries
to answer to the question of what kind of an attitude Russia should take in the war
against the international terrorism. He says that Russia has made mistakes so many
times now, trying to find the most convenient solution to prevent terrorist groups
being organizing and operating. Moreover, timely reaction on mobilization conducted
by Russian Muslim extremists has been inappropriate. By Mr. Ignatenko’s words, an
international cooperation would be very important turning point in preventing
terrorism against Russia, where various organizations such as United Nations would
be responsible for taking over their role of highest coordination body in the battle
against global danger stemming international terrorism. He adduces that even Russia’s
very participation in international organizations presents a necessary way towards
overcoming this problem. In an attempt to answer the question how Russia should put
an end to international terrorism in segregation with other endangered countries, he
doesn't leave out the possibility of organized actions implementation directed towards
immediate crashing down major strongholds and terrorist bases on its own territory,
as well as worldwide. Finally, as necessary precondition for the Russian victory in a
battle against the international terrorist aggression, he specifies the strengthening
of Russian state and civil society consolidation.

The book of Mr. Alexander Ignatenko is significant contribution towards revealing
an attempt for Russia to be kept in the state of anarchy by activities of international
terrorism, as long and as much as it is possible. Besides investigating geopolitical and
strategic analysis, he dealt with the methods and laws used to support Russian state
in a fight against the evil of contemporary civilized world - terrorism. This is where,
apart from chronological illustration and explication on the circumstances of terrorist
attack operations in the Russian area, the major advantage of Mr. Ignatenko’s book lies,
as well as in its relation to works of his colleagues dealing with the similar matters.
